It was
refreshing to write in a more simplistic way but still toy around with the surprisingly
complex issues this book touches upon. | was inspired to touch on some more
serious themes because it’s an effective and gentle way to approach them for kids.
It’s important that children’s eyes are opened to issues such as mental health, but
without having it forced down their throats. It’s introduced naturally in my story
and it’s realistic.
