WHY DID YOU WRITE ‘REDEFINING YELLOW’? WHAT WERE YOUR
INSPIRATIONS?

I wrote this book for various reasons. It was important to me that | write a sick
person and show the thoughts, behaviours and emotions of someone
experiencing mental illness. | feel this is a very modern issue that needs as much
exploring into as possible. | also wanted to explore body image issues since it is
something that young women can really relate to. This is why | chose Anorexia
Nervosa as the illness the main character experiences.

| wanted to write something for the common ‘outcast’ which | feel the group
‘The Voice of the Unheard’ in my piece represents. | wanted to show there is
more substance to a person that chooses freedom of speech and choice opposed
to someone who goes along with the crowd. This is what this novel is really
about.

I chose to look into the tough subject of suicide and was very careful with how |
handled it given the age of my targeted audience. | made sure | made it clear
that when a person dies, they do not exist anymore, and that suicide is not a
way out of distress.

I am a person who rarely makes a popular choice and always gets shunned
socially for those decisions, that is what | wanted to write about — hard choices
and consequences for them.
