WHY DID YOU WRITE THE ‘ENTER PORTAL’ SERIES? WHAT WERE YOUR 

INSPIRATIONS? 

I had been writing short stories since primary school, but it was at Ballarat High, in 

year 8 when writing became a more serious interest. My English teacher, Mr John 

Colbert, handed out slips of paper to each of us one morning, random subjects, and 

he said, “write a short story, based on that subject”. I think mine was something 

fairly vanilla, but heard somebody behind me got ‘Crime’, so I swapped with him. 

That short story was my first real (writing) personal achievement, and I still use 

some of the action and techniques I used in it in my current writing, and pointers 

that Mr Colbert and my parents gave me at the time as well. 

I kept writing short stories, but when it was time to choose a career, I chose to find 

any job. Money for a car and a home became my focus. Data Analysis for Telstra 

was the job. I had the money, I travelled, got the car and home. Then our work 

contract turned nasty, and the place became toxic. I needed an escape, so I 

returned to my writing in my spare time.  

I resigned from Telstra in 2011 and started going to the Ballarat City Library every 

weekday from opening till 4pm.  I’d written so many separate scenes and short 

stories, I began to see how they could be joined together. I wrote the glue that 

connected them and soon I had enough material for it to be book length. 

My mother was diagnosed with cancer a couple of months later, and so I became 

her carer for the duration of her year of chemo treatment and radio therapy. I 

continued writing and editing my work during that difficult time and submitted my 

manuscript to Writers Victoria for assessment. That was going to be the decider. If 

my work came back torn to shreds, with a polite note saying, “don’t quit your day 

job”, I would have stopped and tried a different creative outlet. But the response 

was encouraging and critically helpful to my future writing. So, I wrote book 2 and 

3 over the following years and thought, okay, it’s time to get it out there. 

 

WHAT DREW YOU TO THE SUBJECT MATTER OF THE BOOK AND ALSO THESE

First, I thought “time travel, let’s do that”, but I couldn’t offer anything original 

there.
