Having worked in the hospital system for many years | knew plenty of the
ins and outs of how things worked, and the types of people who worked
there. It wasn’t until COVID-19 came along and the hospital system went
into crises mode that | had the idea for this book, somewhat based on the
true events unfolding.

| wanted to explore the concept of a doctor-patient-love relationship, where
they were thrown into quarantine and where they had to refrain from any
form of intimacy. With that, the story unravelled itself to me and
inspirations throughout the rest of the book were a combination of real-life
instances and completely created ones.

WHAT WAS THE BIGGEST CHALLENGE WHEN WRITING THE BOOK?
Having the story meet its end in a non-cliché way. | was envisioning it all
coming together smoothly and succinctly, with a potential ‘fairy-tale’ like
ending, but as writing progressed | knew there was more in-depth
information and conversation amongst the characters that needed to
happen first. Plus... how boring are cliché endings?
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
