WHY DID YOU WRITE ‘THE SILENT SOCIETY’? WHAT WERE YOUR
INSPIRATIONS?

I wrote this book because | believe we’re at a tipping point in the way society
functions today. We have never been more connected digitally to each
other, yet so disconnected from our natural environment. | hope that this
book can inspire others to see their lives from a different perspective and
reconnect with the natural world.

I also wanted a body of work that | could be proud of. | had written a prior
novel but was quite young at the time. Reading back on it, | sometimes
cringe at the way it was written and the ideas in there. | think each book
from here on will continue to develop that body of work.

WHAT WAS YOUR HARDEST SCENE TO WRITE?

Writing about the local areas that Jenson travels to was difficult. Having
not been to any of the places he goes, | had to rely on my perception of
what they were like. It was even more challenging gaining the perspectives
of the locals in these regions.
